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Tips for Energy Conservation and Solid Waste Reduction
· Start a Green Team to meet during lunch/recess or after school
· Assign patrols to turn off all computers at the end of the day

· Label all of the light switches

· Celebrate Earth Hour by turning the lights off for one hour

· Label all of the trash cans and recycling bins with labels from SERT office
· Create obvious “recycling centers” in cafeteria, main office, lounge, hallways
· Sort trash in the cafeteria and brainstorm ways to reduce, reuse, and recycle (collect juice pouches for TerraCycle, use styrofoam trays in art room, monitor and improve recycling of plastic bottles, encourage students to drink their milk and eat their food on No Waste Wednesdays, etc.) 
· Conduct a building temperature survey (best in February)

· Conduct an energy audit of the school

· Sign up for a SERT assembly (forms available on SERT web site)

· Make a tree outline on a bulletin board and add leaves with tips about things students and teachers are doing to save energy and reduce waste

· Purchase task lamps for teachers who are willing to turn off overhead lights when working alone in the room

· Organize a plan for shutting down computer lab at end of school day rather than waiting for automatic shutdown
· Install “mood lighting” in computer lab to eliminate overhead lights

· Get the SGA involved in promoting the annual SERT Poster Contest

· Invite SERT coordinator to school and discuss opportunities for delamping or switching light bulbs in hallways
